The data was collected from Ban Nongwaeng, Pathumwapi subdistrict,
Songdao district, Sakhon Nakhon province, Thailand, in 1995. The wordlist i1s
arranged alphabetically. The transcription is partly phonetic. The meanings in
English and Thai are given. The wordlist is divided into two parts: Part I. b-np and
Part II. p-2.
