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This word 1list of three dialects of Tai Nua, which is sometimes
called Chinese Shan, is respectfully offered to William J. Gedney in

the hope that it will contribute to his study of comparative and
historical Tai.

In my current research on the phonetics of mainland Southeast
Asian languages, I have had the opportunity to work on a large number
of Tai dialects. Some of these dialects are quite difficult to get a
hold of due to political situations. This is true of the three dialects
of this paper. Two of the dialects are from the Peoples Republic of
China, and one from the northern Burma frontier. The only previous
work I have seen on a Tai Nua dialect is a short word list by W. C. Dodd
(1923) on the Tai Nua dialect spoken in Muang Baw in Yunnan.

The first dialect in this word list is spoken in the city of
Chefang /tse! faan®/, in Yunnan Province, China. Chefang is on the
Burma Road about thirty miles northeast of Mu-se, Burma. The people

of Chefang call their language tay"* 1¥3. tay* 1¥° is the local pronun-
ciation of Tai Niia /tay“ n¥>/.

The second dialect is spoken in the town of Nam Hkam, Burma.
Nam Hkam /nam3 kham"“/ is on the Shweli River—about twenty miles south-
west of Mu-se. The people of Nam Hkam call their language tay“ maw".
nam3 maw" is the local name of the Shweli River. The tay“ maw" recog-
nize their language as a dialect of Tai Nua, but they seem to resent
the term Chinese Shan.

The third dialect is spoken in the village of Van Poong Tong
/vaan3® pun"* ton3/ in the Sipsongphanna region of Yunnan. The people
of Van Poong Tong call their language tay" ny>.

Vowels

The vowels of all three Tai Nua dialects are quite similar.
There is basically a nine vowel system as in Siamese, but with a dis-
tinction between short and long vowels only in the case of short a
versus long aa.

As you can see from the above TL does not have a syllable ini-
tial n. It does however have a syllable final n as in wan" 'day'.
The T™ f is phonetically in free variation with ph in words like faa3
'machete' and faa® 'wall'. There is no ph sound in TN. The kh of
TM is always pronounced [kxh] a dorso-velar affricate. The c of TN
is [ts] a alveolo-palatal affricate.

The final consonants are very similiar to Siamese p, t, k, m, n,
n, Y, W, and ?. The final ? seems to occur only on glottalized tone 3,
e.g. TN 'table' to® [to?3]. Final p, t, k sometimes have voiceless
nasal plosion in isolation.—Final ¥ is a back close semi-vowel with
spread lips.
